自谦儿童读经班
“自谦儿童读经班”于2015年春成立，致力于中国传统文化的海外推广和海外中文教育水准的提升。本班以王财贵教授“教儿童读诵经典”的教学理念为主导，结合家庭私塾读经班的教学体验，今秋首次对外公开招生。王贵财教授提出“让儿童在记忆力发展的黄金阶段， 及3到13岁间，以传统诵读方式、吟诵中文经典，事半功倍地开展中文学习，吸收中华文化之精华，在生命中储存取之不尽、用之不竭的精神宝藏，奠定一生优雅人格的基础。”通过今后几年的经典学习，学生可熟读《论语》、《大学》、《中庸》、《孟子》，及《诗经》、《老子》、《易经》、《庄子》、《三字经》、《千字文》等中文经典，学会上百首诗词吟诵，轻松突破中文识字关，养成良好的中文学习习惯，顺利进入中文阅读的美妙世界；并掌握汉字书写、了解传统文化知识，从心底爱上中文和中华文化。
对象：本课程面向3岁以上， 13岁以下的儿童，13岁以上的青少年亦鼓励报名参加。5岁以下以及无读经基础者，家长需陪同参加，亲子共读。此班为各年龄混班学习。为保证学习进度及效果，学员在读经学中文的同时不建议参加其他形式的中文班。
地点：小星星中文学校
时间：2015年9月12日至2015年12月12日，每周六上午11：00至12：30（每次课时1.5小时）
学习内容及目标：通过三个月的周末读经课程及在家诵读，孩子可以熟读《大学》全文及《论语》1-10章，部分成诵。同时学会若干首诗词（节令诗词、《诗经》选读等）之吟诵，为下期“指读认字”打下基础。《大学》是四书中篇幅最短的一本，全文仅一千八百字左右，且读起来非常有节奏感，即使对读经零基础的幼童也不会太难。同时它也是四书中非常重要的一本，古时学习四书，多有从《大学》开始读的。《大学》中引用《诗经》频繁，故将安排学习《诗经》中相关诗篇若干。本学期诵读所需文本及相关音频资料，将于报名确认后发到大家的邮箱中。一学期总共约16次活动，包括：13堂课，及3次活动（家长会、答疑交流、期末汇报演出等）
学费：175美元/学期。多子女参加周末诵读课程的家庭，第二个子女起每人学费均为155美元，陪读家长无须缴费。开学一周内退课获全额退款，15日后不再办理退款。
插班：为保证学习效果，鼓励学生全程参加。酌情接受半途临时插班，插班生按次（日）缴付学费，每人每次15美元。
旁听：多子女家庭，若有大孩子参加课程，则3岁以下兄弟姐妹，若场地允许，可免费跟班旁听。旁听学员须遵守课堂纪律，以不影响他人为要。非学员家庭，原则上不接受旁听，如有特别需要请提前与老师联系。

ZiQian Children Chinese Classic Reading Class 
ZiQian Children Chinese Classic Reading Class (ZiQian Class in short) was newly established in the spring of 2015, aiming at promoting the Chinese tradtional culture and improving the Chinese language education among the oversea’s Chinese heritage children. In full compliance with Professor Wang Caigui’s pedagogy - “Teaching Children to recite the Classics” and along with the experiences that gained through the homeschooling activities, ZiQian Class is now open for a public enrollment for the first time this fall.

Professor Wang defines the classics as valuable books. The golden period for the development of the memory is from the birth to thirteen years of age. Children enjoy the repetitions. They have strong retention power yet are still weak in understanding during this critical time period. This is why reciting the classics is an appropriate approach for them to learn the Chinese language, to absorb the essence of the Chinese culture, to deposit inexhaustible vigor, and to build a foundation for a beautiful life.

Under such principals, students will be taught to recite the classic books, such as Four Books - the Analects of Confucius, the Great Learning, the Doctrine of the Mean, the Mencius; and the Book of Songs, the Book of Changes, Three Character Classic, Thousand Character Classic, and many poems, etc.

Prospective Students: This is a mixed age class, aging from 3 to 13. Teenagers over 13 are highly encouraged to enroll. For those who are younger than 5 and/or have not trained in this learning method, parents must accompany their kids to read along. In order to insure the learning progress and effects, students enrolled in this class should not dually enrolled in other Chinese language class.

Location: Little Star Chinese Language School

Time & Dates：11:00 a.m. - 12:30 p.m., every Saturday, from Sept. 12 to Dec. 12

Study Material & Goals：After participating the weekend classes at the school and daily reading at home for three months, students will be familiarize with the entire text of the Great Learning, the first ten chapters of Analects of Confucius and a small portion of the Book of Songs. The Great Learning is the shortest essay among Four Books, contains only about 1800 Chinese characters. It is rich in rhyme thus appears quite easy to any young newbies. In the ancient time, many students started their Four Books’ study with the Great Learning. Because the Great Learning quoted verses frequently from the Book of Songs, students will also read several corresponding poetries from the Book of Songs. All the reading materials will be emailed to or shared online with the parents. There will be total 16 activities during the fall semester, which include 13 classes, 2 parent meetings and a final recital.

Tuition：$175/Semester. The 2nd sign-up and or above from the same family will be charged at $155 for each. Accompanying parents are free of charge. Full refund will be granted if the class cancelation is within one week since the first day of the school; no refun will be considered after 15 days of the first day of the school.

Late Arrivals：Students are encouraged to participate in the entire course. We only accept the late arrivals on case-by-case considerations. For the latter, (s)he will be charged at a rate of $15/each class.

Sitting-in Policy：Should the classroom have the extra space, younger siblings of the students (less than 3 years old) are allowed to sit in without any extra charges, but mustn’t distract the class from the learning. Non family members shall not sit in class unless with the consent of the instructor(s).

Homework：Participated families need to ganrantee 30 minute’s daily reading time as the minimum
